As part of the Jubilee, the Trust launched an
Appeal and I am delighted to say that this currently
stands at £250,000. Please give as generously as
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you can to support this (the Appeal will be open
until the end of 2010). We plan to spend this
entire sum, together with any other funds still
to be raised, on much-needed projects such as
an enlarged Reading Room for the Victor Watts
Library, an Arts “conservatory” behind Fountains
Hall and, it is hoped, an extension of the JCR to
provide a shop, a quiet space and an office for
the President. Once again, please don’t hesitate to
contact College for any further information on the
Appeal, or on its planned objectives.

My editorial last year was, inevitably, a little
retrospective and focused on the first fifty years
of the College’s existence. But what of the future?
How will Grey’s fortunes fare in a time of change;
and how will the College face the challenges of
the next few years, as the demographic landscape
alters and the number of eighteen year olds in the
UK begins to decline? These are also tough times
financially and no institution of higher education
can assume that there will be a guaranteed stream
of public funding to pay for teaching, research or
to uphold the quality of the student experience.
In particular: what steps will be taken to ensure
that the best education, of the type provided by
Durham, is available to all, regardless of their
ability to pay, thereby encouraging mobility
in society and the realisation of individual
potential? Should Durham move to become even
more research-oriented than at present; and if so,
what is the role of the committed undergraduate
teacher and of the strong support given to students
reading for a first degree by their Colleges? The
present economic climate provides a suitable
opportunity, in my opinion, to carefully think
through these matters and to emerge in a much
stronger position.

The firstthing to say is that the College mustremain
truetoits heritage, ensuring that the main part of the
student body, its undergraduates, is well-supported
at such a profoundly important part of their lives.
It is clear, from so many conversations that I have
had over the Jubilee Year, that the experiences, the
broader knowledge gained and the relationships

formed during undergraduate years have all
formed a firm foundation for the subsequent
career and personal development of Greymen
and women. This situation must be safeguarded
for future generations and the necessary facilities,
support and advice that the College provides
must be guaranteed. Furthermore, efforts by the
College must be matched by University teachers
to ensure the very highest quality of teaching,
reinforced as appropriate by research, so that
first-degree students at Durham in general, and
Grey in particular, emerge as well-rounded and
fully-educated individuals.

As part of its strategy for the next quinquennium,
the University plans a marked growth in numbers
of graduate students. Grey is already responding
to this situation and plans to increase graduate
student numbers to around 15-20% of overall
membership by 2013/4. This figure is realisable
and would generate a balance of undergraduate
and graduate student members that is appropriate
and not far out of line with some of our
comparator collegiate institutions in the Thames
Valley or the Fens! We are, of course, a residential
College and so it is likely that one block will be
set-aside for graduate student use, possibly for
up to 50 students. We shall also strengthen our
Tutorial provision for students reading for higher
degrees and, in due course, expand the Middle
Common Room. Eventually, and through the
generosity of Alumni, we hope to acquire further
College housing off-site to meet the needs of
such students and to build further flats for junior
research fellows, in partnership with the research
institutes in the University. By this means, I am
convinced that we shall build a great community
of scholars as Grey enters the second half of its
first centenary.

I do hope you enjoy reading this edition of Grey
Matters, that it awakens some happy memories
and that I shall have the chance to meet with many
of you personally over the next year.

Rob Whewell (1955-2010)
Senior Man (President of the JCR) 1975-76

I had the greatest of respect for Rob. (He and I
were room-mates at the start of our second year at
Grey.)

You are right in your recollection. After leaving
Grey, he went straight into teaching, at Burnham
on Crouch, and married Linda McQueen (Mary’s,
1973-76). A few years later, he left teaching to join
the Chemical Industry, with Hays Chemicals and
then Durham Chemicals Distributors. Sadly, he
and Linda divorced.

His big break came after he took a position as
Pharmaceutical packing supervisor at the Wellcome
Foundation at Dartford and quickly rose (within
a few weeks) to become their Pharmaceutical
Production Planner. From here, he was recruited

by Glaxo (shortly before they took over Wellcome)
and continued his rise to stardom. However, his
role with Glaxo involved a great deal of time out of
the country (managing one of their acquisitions in
Russia) and he decided that he needed something
closer to home, and he joined PA Consulting.

At PA, his “big idea” was a system to prevent
the counterfeiting of pharmaceutical products,
and PA Consulting formed a company, Aegate to
commercialise this. Rob was working on this when
he was diagnosed with MND in 2008.

After the diagnosis, Rob still retained his positive
approach. With his wife, Jean, he started to import
Italian Wines (with the proceeds going to the MND
association) and maintained his own blog.

A small group of ex-Greymen were privileged to
see him and Jean at a MND fundraiser in Leeds in
September 2009 (no mean logistical feat for Jean
and her family, given the extremely rapid decline in
Rob’s condition) and shared Rob’s obvious delight
at the company of so many of his old friends. (The
attached photo is from this event. The woman
kneeling alongside Rob is Jean. You may recognise
some of the other faces!)

Rob had become a bit reclusive in later years
(hence his rare appearances at the Association
meetings) but was always delighted to hear from
his old friends. I think he was genuinely humbled
to realise how respected he was amongst his old
friends.

As has been mentioned in previous editions by
my predecessors, the Junior Common Room has
been forced to react to changes that were made
to the Charities Act in 2006. This year has seen
the University withdraw their support for the
previously preferred option of ‘independent
charity registration’ and has asked each JCR to
reconsider their future position. This situation
has been magnified by the financial failings of
other Durham JCR’s, which has seen the financial
independence of certain JCR’s temporarily
removed until the problems can be resolved.

A stark contrast from the picture that was painted
in the previous edition of Grey Matters, it has
become clear that whilst working alongside the
University to find an agreed solution, the next few
years will be vitally important in ensuring that the

JCR is able to retain it’s independence and that
we safeguard the unique student experience that
Grey has to offer. Despite the turn in fortune this
year, | am confident that the JCR has the strength,
character and resilience to overcome the obstacles
that may lie in it’s path and still be here for the
current generation of Greymen and Greywomen
to come back to in 50 years and talk about ‘that
time in the formal when....’

Away from these difficulties, the JCR has
continued to thrive and showcase the best of what
Grey hasto offer. Atthe time when this was written,
Grey sat proudly top of the College Sports Table
by 100 points and is currently on course to raise
over £10,000 for charity; in doing so breaking the
record for the most money raised in a year. The
annual Barfest and Fireworks events brought the
rest of Durham onto the hill and showed them
how it really should be done.

The Phoenix Ball 2009 took over 600 students on
a magic carpet ride to the Oswald Manor Country
Club for an unforgettable ‘Arabian Night, whilst
the Informal Ball helped us to ‘Escape from
Reality’ with an evening of Roald Dahl fairytales
and a Dining Hall that was transformed into a
Narnia Winter Wonderland.

There were trips this year to Whitby, York and
Alton Towers and improvement in college food
has led to the introduction of a wider variety of
variety of formals, including the ‘South African’

Alumni working in the region of Mozambique.
The money raised from this formal helped to
rebuild part of school that provides free education
to over 60 pupils within the local community.

Other highlights have included a highly acclaimed
production of ‘Joseph & his Technicolor
Dreamcoat’ by Fountains Theatre Company, the
first ever ‘Grey does the Apprentice’ and a Grey
Day that refused to be dampened by the rain to
provide the perfect way to round off the Easter
Term.

Outside of Durham, the JCR has also been making
a real difference within the local community.
This year has seen the expansion of the ‘Grey in
the Community’ project and has partnered with
a local exclusion unit in Sunderland. Through
group visits, peer mentoring and teaching lessons,
Grey students are helping to raise the aspirations
of students who have previously struggled to
succeed within mainstream education.

Although in the face of adversity, it is clear that
the JCR is as strong as ever, giving support to
those who need it, the chance to excel to those

who want it and the opportunity for everyone to
embody the Grey College clique ‘get involved’.
In the words of a previous President, ‘Grey is our
little secret’ and despite the hard times that may
lie ahead, I hope it will always continue to be that
way.

You Never Had It So Good!

Fifty years ago, when Grey College was in its
infancy, the Prime Minister of the day, Sir Harold
Macmillan, famously said that the people of Britain
had “never had it so good”. On June 12th 2009,
as part of our Jubilee celebrations, Grey hosted
a celebrity debate on this motion. The College’s
worthy opponent was the Reform Club, with whom
our links have strengthened over the past few years.
The Club, formed by those who wished to press for
parliamentary reform in the 1830’s, has a natural
connection with the College, founded to honour
the memory of the Reforming Earl, Charles Grey.
The College had hosted the exhibition “Reform,
Reform, Reform™ in the old library in 2007, the
first time that it had been taken out of Pall Mall.
Mihir Bose and Brian Holden, from the Club side,
proposed the motion. Mihir Bose is the BBC’s chief
sports correspondent and Brian Holden is Professor
of War Studies at Kings College, London. Speaking
for the College were: Jonathan Porritt, veteran
environmental campaigner (and father of a current

Grey undergraduate); and Ed Waugh, playwright
and member of the SCR.

Addressing a packed house in the Holgate Lecture
Theatre, the distinguished guests provided a full
hour and a half of witty, sincere, brilliantly-argued
and convincing debate — on both sides! The situation
“then and now” was contrasted; and the responsibility
of the present generation (for good and ill) was
debated in some detail. The audience was composed
of Grey students, SCR members, University staff
and visitors from Durham city. Lively questioning
followed the speeches: in the end, the motion was
defeated; but only just!

The College plans to continue to deepen its
relationship with the Club over the next few years,
and this Debate was another important part of this
process. For many of the students present, this was
the first occasion they had seen at first hand such
a lively discussion between celebrities and will be
significant in their memories of life at Grey.

that one was marked by one’s past but not
completely determined by it and sought to ensure
that undergraduates represented a good social
mix and admission was gained by intellectual
ability and character, rather than social or ethnic
background.

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This College was built on the firm foundation
of excellent educational achievement and the
sound objectives of seeking to educate the whole
person rather than just providing vocational
training. Today we speak of the ‘Durham
difference’, this rests, in my view on what I
call the Durham Tripos, first of all, excellent
departments where world class research is
carried out. Secondly, informed, stimulating
and challenging teaching and learning. Thirdly,
Colleges of scholarly communities underpinning
and supporting all members of the University.
Our Colleges offer a unique opportunity for inter-
disciplinary exchange and personal development.
Colleges are a place where we can explore the
interconnectedness ofall learning. Intoday’s speak
they enable and ensure ‘joined up learning’.

We have had three Masters of College since
Syd retired in 1980. Our second Master Eric
Halliday, an Historian, developed Syd’s vision of
a scholarly community and encouraged sporting
excellence, especially in rowing.

of the Ogden Centre for Fundamental Particle
Physics. Alan has always said that without the
initial support of Grey College this would never
have happened as and when it did.

The Grey College Association has pioneered the
Business Angels Scheme, a network of career
mentors for current students providing valuable
advice and internships, the first College in
Durham to do so.

be enjoying its very own renaissance. And what
could be more appropriate in this, its Jubilee year?

All were highly enjoyable
but none quite compared to the pleasure of giving
a lecture on medieval Paris to the College. The
Holgate fellowship gave me the time to conduct
considerable research, to write papers and to do
all those things that academics are supposed to
do. Yet it also gave me much more: A reminder
of why there is nowhere quite like Grey. If it’s
a while since you’ve been back I recommend
braving the drive.

Tom Lamb has kindly given the picture ‘Testing
for Gas’ (below left) to the Grey College Trust Art
Collection.

Tom Lamb: “As an artist and miner, it was
the greatest and most monumental experience
portraying my fellow miners as they toiled with
strained, clenched muscles in the dignity of
physical labour in the dark, wet and dangerous
conditions underground. These figures struck a
deep chord in me and I was very aware of both
an emotional and visual experience brought
about by seeing the courage, sorrow and
sometimes even death of the working miner in
his environment.”
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Tom Lamb, now 81 years old, worked in the
mining industry for twenty seven years and
despite having no formal art training produced
a remarkable series of drawings and paintings
of life underground. The images displayed in the
exhibition reflect the ‘Pillar and Stall’ and the
‘Long Wall Face’ methods of mining in the mid
20th century in Durham.

This retrospective Exhibition is not only
aesthetically pleasing but represents a vanished
